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Many pets are lost each year around the 4th of July due to the noise of fireworks.  These loud noises can cause many different reactions in scared pets.  Some sit and shake at their owner’s feet, some hide, and some run away.  Other commonly seen signs of stress include: excessive drooling, barking or howling, refusing to eat or loss of bladder or bowel control.  Behavior specialist, Dr. Elizabeth Shull, says that low-frequency, percussive noises such as fireworks cause severe fear in about 20% of dogs.  These normally docile pets may become aggressive, destructive or unpredictable at these times.  Here are some tips to help keep your pets safe during this 4th of July:


Make sure that all pets are wearing ID tags on properly fitting collars and that all information on those tags is up-to-date.


Do not take pets to events where there may be fireworks


Do not leave pets outside during times when fireworks might happen, even in a fenced yard.  Do not leave pets on a chain as in their panic they may injure themselves on the chain.


Find a quiet place to keep your pet.  You can even darken the room by closing the curtains.


Some pets may become destructive when scared; crating them may keep them safe and may give them a little security as well.


Use a radio, CD player or TV playing at a normal volume to help drown out the noise of the fireworks


Distract your pet with a toy, bone or some playtime.


If your pet is seriously stressed by the loud noises, consult with your veterinarian for ways to help decrease their anxiety.


Keeping your pets’ stress level down during fireworks will help everyone have a safe and happy Independence Day.
